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Spring Creek Model Railroad Club

Club Data and Layout FAQ
Club Overview

The Spring Creek Model Railroad Club was formed in 1986 and has evolved into one of the DFW metroplex’s largest and most unique HO and HOn3 layouts.  The club currently consists of 30 members who are responsible for the creation and design as well as the maintenance and improvement of the club’s layouts.  We model many eras, from the 1880s to the present, and operate steam, diesel, freight and passenger equipment.  We set up our layout on weekends at train shows, recreations centers as well as various other locations including public library facilities.
Layout Sizes

The club currently has three different sized layouts available for show.

A. Narrow Gauge (HOn3) only – dimensions 19’4” x 16’

B. Intermediate (both HO and HOn3) – dimensions 23’4’ x 26’

C. Full (both HO and HOn3) – dimensions 32’ x 40’

Modular Construction

All of the Club’s layouts are built with modular construction, making set up and tear down a relatively easy process.  The layouts are built in sections on tables easily assembled and connected to a fully functional display in about 8 hours.  All of the layouts can be disassembled and any premises can be cleanly vacated in 3 hours.

Scenery

The scenery displayed in all three layouts is the product of thousands of man-hours of work.  Club members are experts in modelling outdoor landscapes and buildings as well as railroad equipment.  Club members regularly lead modelling and scenery clinics at local train shows.  Examples of the layout scenery can be viewed on the club’s website.
Venues
Over the years, the club has participated in many local train shows as well as local heritage and holiday events.  The Club regularly attends the Dallas Train Show held at the Plano Centre in Plano, TX.  We also attend the Fort Worth Train Show which currently uses the Plano Centre in the fall.  We have appeared at previous Polar Express events in Frisco, TX as well as recently at the Santa’s Village festivities at the City Hall in Richardson, TX.  We also set up our layouts each year with the City of Garland Library System as well as the City of Plano Library System.
Charges or Fees

The Spring Creek Model Railroad Club does not charge the public admission for any of its set ups and displays.  These events are free to the public, and they benefit the community as well as the club members who get to show their train displays and equipment.  When the club participates in the Dallas and Fort Worth train shows, there are admission charges levied by the show sponsors, but there are no additional charges levied by the club.
